The OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH ASSESSMENT is required of all researchers PRIOR to employment or volunteering in the animal research lab.  You must complete this form following the instructions below.  You can not begin working in the lab until you have received authorization in writing from the Sponsored Programs Office.  
It is recommended that you complete and submit this form at least three weeks prior to the start of your work in the animal research lab.  This will facilitate beginning work on your planned start date.  

Failure to complete this process as instructed will result in termination of your employment/volunteer placement.  Any researcher working in the animal research lab without authorization will be in violation of laws governing scientific research with animals. 
Occupational Health Assessment Process
Attached is a questionnaire to be completed by the individual researcher. All responses are CONFIDENTIAL.

Steps to follow for completing and submitting the Health Assessment Form:

1. Complete all information as requested on the form

2. Place completed form in a sealed envelop

3. Place a label or tape across the seal of the envelop

4. Write your name across the seal or the tape

5. Deliver the envelope to Patty Knowlden in Human Resources located in Klein Hall

Next steps:

1. Patty will log in your form without opening it.  This will document that the form is in process which we are required to do for OLAW regulations

2. Patty will send the form on to Concentra Medical Centers which is located in South Burlington, VT

3. A physician at Concentra will review the form and report to Patty via email one of three things:

a. Researcher is cleared to do research and no follow-up is necessary

b. Pending—researcher needs to contact Concentra to clarify information on the form or for follow-up questions. Patty will contact you to let you know that you need to call Concentra but she will be given no further information from Concentra as to the nature of their questions, etc.

c. Medical Hold—research is required to see a physician at Concentra.  Patty will contact you to let you know that you must schedule an appointment with Concentra.  She will not know the nature of the follow-up.

Patty will notify Angela Irvine (Sponsored Programs Office and IACUC staff member) when researchers are cleared to work.  You will then be contacted so that you may begin your research programs.
