NEASC Accreditation and Information Literacy
NEASC Academic Program Standard 4.6:  “The institution ensures that students use information resources and information technology as an integral part of their education. The institution provides appropriate orientation and training for use of these resources, as well as instruction and support in information literacy and information technology appropriate to the degree level.”

To assist academic departments in addressing Standard 4.6, the library has outlined this four step process for developing a Student Outcomes Assessment in information literacy appropriate to the discipline:
1.
Identify student learning goals or outcomes appropriate to the discipline
2.
Select major course(s) in which information literacy will be addressed

3.
Identify pedagogical method(s) and/or learning opportunities to be used

4.
Determine how achievement of goal will be assessed (student product or 


instrument used for evaluation)
Relevant examples are included below.

Student Learning Goals/Outcomes
· Locate scholarly articles, books, and other resources relevant to the discipline
· Evaluate research findings using a critical methodology appropriate to the discipline

· Integrate research into a written assignment or presentation effectively

· Document sources in a citation style appropriate to the discipline
Pedagogical Methods/Learning Opportunities
· Research instruction by a librarian

· Research instruction by faculty member

· Class assignments

· Guided research project

Assessment Examples
· Research paper or documented essay

· Review of research or scholarly articles
· Presentation incorporating research findings

· Website or other online product with appropriate documentation

· Bibliography of scholarly sources

· Undergraduate research or capstone project
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
