Dr. Mark Lubkowitz, Professor of Biology, joined the Saint Michael's College faculty in 2001.
His research spans two distinct areas: identifying genes that control agriculturally important
traits in corn, and, in collaboration with longtime colleague Valerie Bang-Jensen, exploring
how children’s literature can be used to enrich science education in primary and secondary
classrooms.

He has mentored 56 undergraduate research students and secured more than $1.3 million
in external funding from the NIH, NSF, and the Vermont Biomedical Research Network. His
contributions have been recognized with the Reverend Gerald E. Dupont Service Award, the
Joanne Rathgeb Teaching Award, and the Maize Genetics Leadership Award. He currently
serves as Chair-Elect of the Maize Genetics Cooperative Board of Directors and as the Lead
Coordinator for the Vermont Biomedical Research Network.

Outside the lab and classroom, he is often spotted cycling to and from campus from his
home in Huntington.
